Sample role plays for section 6
Role play 1:

A is bullying B about whether B can vote or not
B is looking at poll card.  A comes along:

A: “What are you looking at that for??”

B: “Pardon?”

A: “What are you looking at that for????”

B: “I’ve just got my polling card in the post, and I’m having a read of it.”

A: “You’re not thinking of voting, are you??”

B: “Yes, I am going to vote.”

A: “But you don’t know anything about politics.”

B: “I know lots about politics.  It’s my right to vote, just like everybody else in the country.  Just think, if all 8 million disabled people in Britain voted, how powerful we would be.  The politicians would have to listen to us then!

Role play 2:
Postal voting
Y is disabled and finds it hard to get out of the house.  Y has just received poll card and is looking at it with a glum expression.  X comes in:

X: “Hi, you are looking fed up today.”

Y: “Yes, because although I’ve got my poll card, I won’t be able to vote.”

X: “Why is that?”

Y: “Because I can’t get down to the polling station.”

S: “Well, do you know about postal votes?

Y: “No.”

X: “Well, you just have to ring your local council, and ask them for a postal vote.  We can find the number in the phone book.  With a postal vote you can vort without leaving your own home.  I can post it for you, if you like.”

Y: “That’s great. I haven’t lost my vote after all.” 
Role play 3:

Local issue

Trainers pick something they are really unhappy about in their local area, eg bus passes, sports facilities.

At the end, one says: 
“I’m going to start a campaign about this and get the rule changed.  I will talk to all the local politicians before the next election, and the politician who is going to do something about this will get my vote!”
